We know of a number of cases 
where 13/14 year olds are playing 
adult rated games, and would, 
therefore, strongly advise parents 
to check the games children are 
buying/downloading to ensure 
their suitability. 

Primary Building Update    

Work has continued on our new

and we are currently putting the 
roof beams in place (see photo-
graph).
